VICE-PRESIDENT

The roles of Vice President are

To support the President in the day-to-day activities of EUSEM.

To cooperate with the President and the Board members to put the decisions of the Board into
action in order to best achieve the goals of the society.

To represent EUSEM externally, working to best achieve the policy and goals of the society.

The day-to-day details of the role will be agreed with the President and will reflect the EUSEM
agenda.

The post holder will be supported in developing specific areas of activity according to their
previous experience and as required by EUSEM.

The Vice-President will act as liaison person for certain EUSEM committees, sections and working
groups in agreement with all Board members.

The Vice-President will deputise for the President when required.
The Vice-President will undertake the role as one of the directors of the EUSEM INPO.

The role will require attendance at meetings of the Board, Council and General Assembly
meetings.

The Vice-President will attend all EUSEM congresses during the term of office.

The term of office will be 3 years renewable for a maximum of 2 terms.
