This two-part examination 
assesses the knowledge, skills and 
behaviours necessary for the clinical 
practice of Emergency Medicine at the level 
of the specialist or consultant engaged in 
independent practice, confirming that the 
successful candidate is able to provide 
clinical leadership in the 
emergency department.
